ROUTE 

Start across from Laerskool Vissershoek on a pre-prepared Pit Area as demarcated. – The route will comprise of one loop of approximately 24 km for the “Lemon & Herb” and 28 km for the “Peri – Peri”, which will be ridden 4 times or until the track closes 
The route has been designed for approx. 1h30 hours of riding “Lemon & Herb “and   2H30 for the “Peri – Peri” under various conditions per loop, and depending on your skill level !
Race order is random as we do not take into account the status of where you race/raced before. This is a “Fun” event to be enjoyed. 

The Main DSP will be at the start finish in the pit area as it is only a 24/28 km loop.

ENTRIES
Entries for DE WILDT FUNFURO open on Monday 6 May 2019, on www.dewildtfunduro.com , 
and closes on Friday 5 July 2019 at 12h00, by which time properly completed entry forms accompanied by the prescribed fee, must be in the hands of the organizers.  ENTRY FORMS THAT ARE NOT FULLY COMPLETED WITH ALL THE RELEVANT DOCUMENTS AND INFORMATION AND NOT ACCOMPANIED BY THE RELEVANT FEE AS DETAILED ON FORMS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED and will be returned to the entrant. Should a competitor be uncertain whether they would be able to compete, they should nevertheless submit an entry, together with the relevant entry fee. Should the competitor then be unable to compete they must inform the organizers in writing by no later than 19 June 2019. If the organizers are in receipt of such a withdrawal they will refund the entry fee less R150.00 handling fee to the entrant.

No entries might be transferred to another rider. 
PLEASE NOTE: Your entry is only complete once your entry fee have been paid !  

8 LATE ENTRIES

Late entries will be accepted at an additional fee as indicated above and until 06h00 ,20 July 2019. Provided there are still space available.

RACE HEADQUARTERS AND OFFICIAL NOTICE BOARD

The DE WILDT FUNDURO race headquarters will be situated on the Laerskool Vissershoek School grounds at the “Information” centre. 
10
REFUEL, REFUELLING AND THE DESIGNATED SERVICE POINTS
There will be one refuel. This will be in the pits as the race is really not that long. Service Crews will be responsible for using a “green mat” so as not to spill any fuel on the ground. 
11
FINISH AND ROUTE CHECK CONTROL CARDS
All competitors will be issued with a route check control sticker at Documentation, which must be placed on the right hand side of the helmet above the goggle strap. Loss of this sticker will result in the competitor being classified as a non-finisher. The onus rests with the competitor to hand in his sticker on completion of the event, at the medals table. 
Every entrant will also be provided with three numbered decals. One to be put on your front number board & the other on your Left and right saddle number board 
The route check control sticker will contain a barcode to which you race number is linked. This will be checked every time the rider passes through the pits to record time and route checks.

RETIREMENT AND INCIDENT REPORT FORMS
Should a competitor retire from the event they are required to immediately to notify the nearest marshal/official of this fact in and then proceed to the Race Secretary as soon as possible and hand in their route check sticker, and complete an incident report form.

SWEEPS AND RECOVERY
It is intended that there will be sweep vehicles on all racing sections to pick up competitors who are injured or stranded. Competitors are to note that the Organizers are not obliged to provide any services for the recovery of motorcycles but will endeavor as far as possible to assist where-ever possible.

COMPETITOR CONDUCT
All service crews must carry a fire extinguisher with a minimum capacity of 2.5kg to be located next to the bikes being refueled. 
Please do not under any circumstances deviate off course, we are riding through private smallholdings throughout the fun ride and do not want to cause any unnecessary damage to private property. If any rider is found cutting wires or any damage to any property you will be asked to leave the ride immediately!

The prize giving will be held at 16h00 at the “watering hole” You need to be present to receive  your prize

FINISHERS MEDALS 
Finisher’s decals will be awarded to all competitors who are classified as finishers of the event in all classes. And the survivors of the Peri Peri loop will be rewarded with a finishers decal . These change yearly .

SCRUTINEERING
Self-scrutinizing   will apply.  The competitors must complete the scrutinizing form accurately and truthfully. 
Random scrutinizing checks will be executed before and/ or after the event.

POSTPONEMENT ABANDONMENT OR CANCELLATION
The Organizers reserve the right to postpone, cancel or abandon the fun ride or any part thereof. In the event of postponement, cancellation or abandonment the Competitor/Entrant has no claim against the Promoters/Organizer in respect of any loss or damage that they may thereby incur. The meeting will not be postponed, cancelled or abandoned without the consent of the Jury of the Meeting.
Postpone, cancel or abandon the event if less than 100 paid entries are received by the closing time and date of entry closure.
